Northland Radiology

The second stage of Northland Radiology which included
new Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI) and
Computerised Tomography (CT) facilities has been
successfully completed and is now in full operation. The
opening of the MRI and CT suite addition in August of
2009 has marked the completion of the flagship building
for Northland Radiology and TRG Group.

The brief for this facility was to provide a straightforward
design that was responsive to the needs of patients and
staff alike. The first stage was completed in 2006 and the
building was well received by both staff and the public.
The building has been designed to provide flexibility to
meet the ever changing technology of imaging.

The structural system of cantilevered posts and beams
has been used to enable internal partitions to be freely
moved in the future

The predominant feature of the exterior of the building is
the metallic finished composite panels of the parapets and
front elevation. These panels are shiny, sleek and formed
to a cutting edge, an expression of the internal medical
equipment. Large areas of the external walls have been
constructed in opal laminated obscure glazing in
aluminum joinery, this glazing giving the impression of an
open building, while the internal spaces house activities
where privacy is paramount.

Stage 2 of the project (of which has just been completed)
involved the extension of the building into the rear car
park in order to provide new MRI and CT suites.
Construction was successfully carried out while
maintaining the functionality of the remaining clinic. The
extension housing these machines involved complex
construction with highly specified finishes to deal with the
considerable magnetic field and radio waves that are
produced by the highly specialized plant. A section of the
MRI suite wall was designed to be removable to enable
the machine installation and to allow for planned future
upgrading of the machine.

This building is sleek, simple, and understated. It utilises a
limited palette of materials and contains well organized
spaces that are functional and greatly appreciated by staff
and visitors alike.
